Course Objective:  Elementary Algebra II-Math 92 is designed to be a continuation of Elementary Algebra I-Math 91, and upon successful completion of both Math 91 and Math 92, students will be allowed to enroll in any course that has Introductory Algebra-Math 96 as a prerequisite, specifically, students MUST earn a 2.0 or better to enroll in Math 99.

Course Grading:  Your grade will be comprised of five one hour exams each worth 100 points, a 200 point comprehensive final exam, 50 points for homework, and a quiz grade ultimately being worth a one hour exam grade.  There will be NO make-up exams.  Students who inform me prior to the exam that they will be unable to attend on an exam day because of a legitimate excuse will be allowed to replace the missed exam grade with the percentage grade received on the final exam.  For example if you receive a zero for a missed exam and score 180 out of 200 on the final (90%) then 90 replaces that score.  Students MUST call my office or e-mail the day of an exam if he or she is going to be absent.   If two one-hour exams are missed, the student will receive a 0.0 or an F for the course.  Attendance is required.  If a total of five absences are accumulated, twenty points will be subtracted from the following hour exam score.  Any additional absence will result in a loss of ten points on the following hour exam score.  Students who arrive five minutes or more after the class has begun will be counted absent.  Students who leave class early will also be counted absent.  There will be 6-9 quizzes throughout the quarter, both announced and unannounced.  Quizzes are given the first 15 minutes of class.  Any student late on a quiz day will not be given extra time.  I will drop the 2 lowest quiz grades when I compute the final quiz grade.  No quiz will be made up either early or late.  So don’t ask.  I do not give Z grades.  Students must take the Final Exam to pass the course.  The Final Exam will be Friday, June 19th from 8:30 AM to 10:30 AM
Homework:  Homework will be assigned nearly every day that will periodically be collected as a quiz grade.  Other days I may perform a Homework Audit.  Homework for each week will be collected every Tuesday of the quarter.  These assignments will comprise your Homework Grade.  Homework is where the majority of math learning takes place.  Few, if any, students are able to attend class and simply "soak in" all of the concepts.  Math must be practiced regularly for students to learn the many processes.  It is wise to work each assignment as though it were to be graded.  Read each section completely before attempting any homework assignments.  If for any reason you know you are to be absent, see me for the assignment.  You are responsible for the assignment due the day you are to be absent and the following class’ assignment.
