To remain in the course, this timed diagnostic
writing assignment must be completed satisfactorily by no later than
midnight on the first Tuesday of the quarter, June 28, 2011.

=>(If your diagnostic writing assignment does not meet the minimum
entry requirements of the course, you will have to find an alternative
writing course to upgrade your skills.)

» An approved minimum writing assessment score and/or successful completion of
English 99.

» A trustworthy Internet connection as well as general experience using the Internet
and copy-and-paste word processing programs.

> Ability and willingness to devote an average of at least 10 hours per week to the
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course.
» Ability to understand and follow written directions.

» Willingness to share your writing with others and constructively comment on
others’ writing.

» Attendance at an ON-CAMPUS meeting (with photo 1.D.) toward the end of the
term to complete an in-class Portfolio essay and submit your completed Portfolio
and Journal.

If your answer was yes to ALL of the above requirements, please read on. If you
answered no to any of them, please drop the course immediately.

Note: Please maintain a Portfolio Folder of ALL work submitted in the course and be
sure to check your grades often.

WHAT THE COURSE IS

English 101 is a college-level writing course designed to make you a better writer. The
college catalog describes our course as a study of the basic principles of writing with a
series of writing experiences designed to help students improve their ability to write
detailed prose. Student writing with teacher evaluation is the primary method used in
teaching basic course content. Competence in mechanics and edited English is assumed
of all students taking English 101.

THE COURSE WEEK

Our course week runs from Monday morning through Sunday at midnight.

ACTIVITIES

We will practice writing under pressure of time.

We will write traditional essays responding to and blending other authors’
writing with our own.

We will keep a journal for informal writing practice.

We will complete a variety of text and web assignments, some with quizzes.
We will read and discuss others’ writing as well as learn to revise our own.

MAKING UP LATE ASSIGNMENTS

= You may make up one assignment (other than a timed writing activity) regardless of
its value without penalty. The assignment must be made up within one calendar week
of its due day. After one calendar week has elapsed, the assignment cannot be made
up for any reason.

= Once the one make-up is used, no other make-ups will be allowed regardless of the
reason.

English 101 is a college transfer course--a grade of 2.0 or better certifies that you are a
competent writer who is writing at or above college-level standards. Good examples of
this minimum competency are the revised student essays on my website.

| and other members of the SCC English Department will be evaluating your Portfolio in
terms of this competency. If by the end of the quarter the writing reflected in your
Portfolio does not meet this minimum level of competency, your quarter grade will be
reduced by 0.4.

Please ask me for additional help whenever you feel that
you need it. In addition, tutors are available in the SCC Tutoring Center.
