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Use Your Research Question to Generate Search Terms

To generate keywords for your searches, review your research question, position statement, thesis statement, and working bibliography and highlight important words and phrases, the names of important authors, and titles of important sources. If you want to generate additional search terms, use brainstorming, freewriting, looping, or clustering (see Chapter 1) to do so. Highlight important words and phrases in what you write and add them to your list. 
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
