Propaganda Techniques Used in Advertising


In general, propaganda is information (audio and/or visual) intended to persuade us to adopt a certain position on an issue or do a certain thing such as voting for a particular candidate or buying a certain product.  What many of us don’t know is that advertising agencies specialize in not only studying us but in using propaganda techniques to manipulate the attitudes we hold and choices we make.  Though many propaganda techniques exist, most advertisers employ one or more of four basic propaganda techniques to manipulate us.


The first propaganda technique is called “The People Next Door” or “Just Like Us.”
