DOMINANT IMPRESSION ADVICE

Asian New Year Celebration


Focusing on a dominant impression can be an effective way to enjoy a visit to some new place or event.  While all sights, sounds, smells, emotional levels, and other details generate impressions, a dominant impression is the impression that is most apparent or memorable to you.  One key to experiencing a dominant impression is to decide before your visit that you will look for one.

Do this tomorrow:  First, tell yourself before you go to the Asian New Year Celebration that you want to be aware of impressions you experience.  In addition, tell yourself that you will have to decide afterwards which impression dominated the others.

An example: With this in mind, let’s say that after attending the event, I remember the noise level, the lighting level, the furnishings in the room, the costume colors. But what most dominated my attention most was the energy generated by the presenters as they appeared on stage.

Next, I make a list of the presentations I remember, noting the visual, audio, and emotional details of each.  Then I use “energy generated” to prioritize my list, keeping my top three examples.

Finally, I begin with a crisp topic sentence.  How about:

My dominant impression of the Asian New Year Celebration was the (high, low) energy levels the presenters generated.  For example, . . . . 
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
